Intervention for Reading Fluency: Record Reading to allow students to self-monitor and try to beat previous accuracy and time results

This strategy employs an activity for students to increase the accuracy and rate of their reading. The goal is to improve their ability in reading comprehension and core reading practices. For these activities it is best that teachers do not make up their own passages, but teachers are encouraged to use commercially available passages that are grade or content specific (Justiz, 2004). This strategy also employs student in put through their graphing and trying to increase their scores as they engage with this strategy (Panas, 2014).

[bookmark: _GoBack]This strategy relates to a couple standards from various grade levels, such as, reading grade level content orally with accuracy, appropriate rate, and expression on successive readings. The way this strategy is used is by giving a specific text for a student to read and a specific amount of time for it to be done. Otherwise, the teacher could note how far the desired proficiency is with a bracket at their desired end word. The teacher recounts how far and accurately the student was able to read. If the teacher used an end word instead, then the teacher recounts how quickly the student was able to accurately read to the end word. The students receive scores based on their comprehension by the teacher asking some comprehension questions. Students use a graph and pencil to mark how many words they said correctly and how many questions they answer correctly. Then they are given the chance to reread and answer another set of comprehension questions. This gives them the chance to reread more accurately and note if they get farther and understand better. This method can be done one on one with the teacher or by partnering skilled readers with less skilled readers (Panas, 2014).

Science of Reading connection:  The connections for this strategy and Scarborough’s Reading Rope are quite clear. The idea of skilled reading which is the end goal of everything being woven together in Scarborough’s Reading Rope is reinforced with this strategy. The ability to read accurately, fluently, and with a good rate is how one becomes a skilled reader. Language comprehension and word recognition are somewhat prerequisites for this, just as they are the baselines in Scarborough’s Rope. Language comprehension includes background knowledge, vocabulary, language structure, verbal reasoning, and literacy knowledge. Word recognition includes phonological awareness, decoding, and sight recognition. However, both language comprehension and word recognition can be increased just as easily from working on this strategy partnered with a skilled reader or teacher (Scarborough, 2001). Some discussion questions for students after engaging in this strategy could be as follows. 
· Did you feel like you understood it better after rereading it? 
· How does this compare to other reading activities you’ve done? 
· Do you see yourself using repeated reading for homework or classwork in the future?

	1. Prepare student(s) for reading with a brief short story to start with and ask a couple related questions. Either read it aloud and have them follow along or have them read it.
	
	
	

	2. Prepare grade-specific content for students to read orally. This will be done in one-on-one instruction, in pairs, or groups depending on class size or individual tutoring. Pairs should include at least one strong reader or teacher. Someone will be responsible for timing and noting how accurately someone is reading (teacher, teacher aid, or advanced reading student). Note either an end point or a time limit, and have students record their results.
	
	
	

	3. Ask questions related to the text and have students set aside their answers. Students will graph how fast they were able to read or number of words read and how many questions they got correct. (Questions will be asked again, so answers are not given until after 4th step or a new set of questions is needed).
	
	
	

	4. Allow students to reread the text and re-ask the questions. If you have given them the answers then find the same number of questions from the text.
	
	
	

	5. Have students re-graph their number of words read or how fast they read, and their number of answers correct.
